Critical Reading Logs

1. Critical Reading Logs (CRL) are to be completed for each book you read. This is an opportunity for you to reflect on what you have read and to share with me any insights or confusion that you may have. It is also an opportunity for me to check that you are really reading and comprehending what you have read.

2. Only one book should be selected for the CRL.
3. Write a summary of the events that occurred in your book. Be thorough. Prove to me that you actually read the book. Vague answers are unacceptable and will count as no answer.

4. Select five (5) reflection questions from the list that it attached. Write the question on the CRL. Then write the answer to that question. Again, be thorough. Relate your answer to what you have read. If you do not, I cannot be sure that you actually have read the book. Try to use different reflection questions for each book you read. There will be enough to choose from so that it is not necessary to repeat a question.
